Practices of the Last Wednesday of Safar

Sultanul Awliya Mawlana Shaykh Muhammad Nazim Adil al Hagqgani (Q) said: “"On
the last Wednesday of Safar seventy thousand afflictions come down, so whoever
keeps the adab of last Wednesday that we mentioned, Allah (AJ) will protect them.”

Try to do the following practices for protection from difficulties.

1. Avoid going out of the house between ‘Asr and Maghrib in the evening of
last Wednesday of Safar.

2. Qurban: It is recommended to do qurban (sacrifice) on the last Wednesday
for the Safar for sake of Allah (AJ) with the intention of removal of afflictions.

3. Daily Aadaab (Practices) of Safar:

1. 3 X Shahadah (Testimony of Faith) 5algd
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Ashhadu an la ilaha illallah, wa ashhadu anna Muhammadan
‘abduhu wa Rasulu.

2. 300X Astaghflrullah (I seek forgiveness from Allah (AJ))
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3. 7 X Suratul Fil (The Elephant) (Chapter 105) d.-.'ﬂ\ 8 g
